After talking and receiving feedback from many folks and businesses
in the Buckeye community, the four concepts that have been chosen
are, The Boxer, The Boom Box Kid, Garden Lady, and The Astronomer.
Theinstallations will be a larger-than-life mix of flat mosaics and three-
dimensional sculptures. The bodies will be constructed of mosaics, and
the hands, head and additional elements such as animals, birds, etc.,
will be sculpted in clay, cooked, and glazed.
