William Jansen was born in Cleveland. He began his career in the office of Cudell and Richardson. After Cudell
left the firm he was associated with John N. Richardson. After Richardson's death in 1902 he went into practice
for himself. He established a practice mostly known for the design of Roman Catholic churches and associated
religious buildings. He lived at 1348 East 91st Street. A devout Roman Catholic, he attended mass daily at St.
Thomas Aquinas Church before going to the office. He died in 1933 after a period of failing health. He is buried
in Cavary Cemetery.
