Biography:

Nicola Petti was an Italian-born architect who came to this country as a child. His education was characterized
by a love of drawing pictures of houses, buildings, churches, airdomes, and terminals. He later worked in a
carpenter shop and then in an architects office. After fifteen years as a clerk and errand boy he opened his own
office. He designed a number of buildings in Cleveland's Little Italy neighborhood. He was also the architect of
severa theaters, including the Variety, Kinsman, Imperial, and Moreland, and theaters in Canton, Toledo, and
Mansfield. He played string and woodwind instruments. He passed away at the age of forty-nine from
pneumonia brought on by diabetes.
