Art Deco Building — Existing Building Deficiencies
March 18, 2022

South-facing wall along the Detroit-Superior Bridge has deteriorating lintels and shelf angles
(see images below). In order to replace these angles, the existing brick and stone will need to be
removed, angles replaced, and the brick and stone replaced. ($125,000 Impact)

In order to remove the stone at the lower level of the picture, the existing bridge railing and slab
will need to be removed and reinstalled due to the minimal clearance between the building and
bridge (see image below). (200,000 Impact + Coordination w/ ODOT)



2. Parapet on West and North are leaning significantly. All existing stone will need to be removed,
and the parapets re-built to reduce the likelihood of the parapets failing onto the roof or
sidewalk. ($150,000 Impact)

3. Existing column on exterior of West wall is bowing outward, potentially due to water infiltration
and rust of structural support members behind the existing stone. All stone will need to be
removed and replaced in order to correct the deficiencies. ($45,000 Impact)



Based on Thorson Baker Associates (TBA) structural analysis of the Art Deco building, the
existing roof will need to be significantly reinforced in order to allow an occupiable roof load to
occur on the existing structure. The analysis is attached for reference. ($150,000 Impact)

A vehicle crashed into the north face of the Art Deco building, significantly damaging the existing
facade and column. ($50,000 Impact)



6. North Fagcade, 2" Story brick is veining and lintels are failing. Brick needs to be fully removed,
steel repaired, and brick replaced. ($115,000 Impact)

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PART | - INTRODUCTION

A. Purpose:

1.

Thorson « Baker + Associates, Inc. visited the project site located on 2429 Superior
Viaduct, Cleveland, OH 44113 on July 22, 2021. The purpose of this visit was to perform
a visual observation of the current condition of the building, and to provide comments on
the structural capacity of the existing 1-story roof structure. All comments and
recommendations within this report are the professional opinion of Thorson « Baker +
Associates, Inc.

B. Basic Building Description:

1.

The existing structure was built in several phases and is identified/described as follows:

a. “Art Deco Building™ 1-story garage structure with partial 2-story space. The
western half of the building, as shown on drawings dated 3/12/1941, is an addition
to the original building (eastern half) that was built on a prior date. Both portions of
the building are structural steel-supported floor/roof supported on masonry bearing
walls and interior steel columns. The roof construction of the original eastern half
is identified on the drawings as 4” cast in place concrete slab. The roof
construction of the western half is noted as 2 %’ precast slab.

b. “70’s Building™ 1-story and 3-story addition, as shown on drawings dated June,
1963, with bar joist floor/roof supported on masonry bearing walls.

C. Limitations:

1. Site observations were limited to visual observation only. Visual observation was limited to
areas that were not covered by finishes or other obstructions.

2. No testing was performed on materials, equipment or systems. Equipment was not
opened or taken apart for internal inspection. This Observation Report is no way a
guarantee to the proper operation of equipment or systems.

3. This observation was not intended to be an inspection for health or environmental
problems such as radon gas, asbestos, PCB’s, lead, ants, termites, etc...

4. The 70’s Building was not investigated as it is currently planned to be demolished.

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PART Il - STRUCTURAL SYSTEMS EVALUATION

A. Site Observation

1.

2.

The roof construction was confirmed to be precast on the western half and cast-in-place
slab on the eastern half.

The top surface was observed to have light-weight foam pavers on top of a membrane roof
system. No cutting or selective demolition was performed to investigate thicknesses of the
roof makeup.

Beams and girders were observed to match the basic sizes and layout represented on the
1941 drawings.

B. Roof Load Capacity Summary

1.

Based on assumed dead load weights of the roof, the following is a summary of the
approximate allowable live load capacity of the roof and the limiting structural element.
Also refer to the attached Existing Roof Plan.

a. Western half W10 beams available live load = 71 psf

b. Western half W24 girders available live load = 59 psf

c. Eastern half W10 beams available live load = 43 psf

d. Eastern half W28 girders available live load = 33 psf

The above numbers are based on assumed weights of the roof slabs. However, the actual
thicknesses and densities of the concrete slabs are unknown. It is possible to verify this
information by taking representative samples either by core-drilling some samples prior to
construction or collecting samples of removed portions of slabs during partial demolition
work.

C. Conclusion

1.

The roof has adequate capacity for the design snow load. However, its capacity is limited
in regards to the addition of any new dead loads or change in usage which results in
higher live loads. Depending on the final proposed usage of the roof, reinforcement might
be required for some or all of the structural members. Changing the roof’s usage to public
occupancy, for example, would require extensive reinforcement. A public occupancy
design live load of 100 psf would be required, which exceeds the capacities of all the steel
members. Additional weight for a new walking surface, such as pavers, would also need
to be factored into the design.

At your request, | completed a review of the stormwater management requirements to support the proposed
Shoreway Tower project. The project is located at 1200 W. 76t Street, Cleveland, OH. Generally, the project
consists of constructing residential units over a parking deck. The new building is sited in a location that is
currently an existing paved parking lot. The project will not increase impervious surface or stormwater run-off.
The existing parking lot was designed & constructed in 2013-2014. When the existing parking lot was
constructed, there was an underground stormwater management system installed at that time. The existing
system is comprised of a single 24” diameter storm sewer pipe approximately 67’ long which is a relatively minor
infrastructure.

To support the new Shoreway Tower Development, Thorson Baker proposes to modify the existing system. The
new system will be configured in a manner that will work with the proposed site layout of the new development.
Since the project will not increase hard surface, it is not anticipated that the system will need to be enlarged.

The new system will need to be reviewed and approved by the Northeast Ohio Regional Sewer District.

e Organized in 1910

* One of the earliest of this denomination in the United States
e L.A. Gredys was a Romanian missionary in Cleveland

e Six members started meeting for services in Romanian at Olivet
Baptist Church (Bridge Ave./ W. 52" St.)

e Later rented a house on Tillman Ave. new W. 58t St.
e Later rented “Pilgrim Congregational Church” on Herman Ave.



Romanian Baptist Church

e Gredys also preached in Akron where he enlisted Mihai Farc (Michael
Fark) to assist in Cleveland

e Gredys was called to pastor the Akron Romanian Baptist Church in
1914

 Under Fark’s leadership, the congregation grew and an new church
was planned.

e Fark was missionary to congregations on both east and west side of
City

e Land donated for the church but construction delayed due to
outbreak of WWI

e Laurel School — Shaker Heights
e Main Building

Romanian Baptist Church

* With the completion of the church, Fark was given full-time status as
a Missionary.

e 1925 — Fark was ordained as a minister

e 1939 — Fark called to pastor the Romanian Baptist Church in Aurora,
Illinois

 The new pastor to be called would be there for 35 years



Rev. Danila Pascu

e Unable to return to Romania due
to the war

* Invited to become pastor of the
parish in 1939

e 1940 - Initiated the Romanian
Radio Hour ministry

e 1941 — His wife and two children
arrived in Cleveland



Rev. Danila Pascu

o After World War Il, he was sent to Europe to investigate the plight of
refugees

* His report was influential in creating special funding through the
Baptist World Alliance Board

* Helped resettle hundreds of displaced Immigrant families

* Immigration and Nationality Act of 1965
e Testimony solicited by Congressman Michael Feighan
e Family integration should be a top priority when granting entry permits



Romania in WWII

* Romania became a military
dictatorship (National Legionary
State) under lon Antonescu in
1940 and was aligned with Nazi
Germany

* King Michael (Regele Mihai) |
participated in a coup which
ousted Antoescu and declared
an armistice agreement with the

Allies in 1944




Romania Post WWI|

* In 1945, King Michael forced to appoint a pro-Soviet government
headed by Petru Groza as Prime Minister

o After two years, King Michael was forced to abdicate the throne, sent
into exile, had his properties confiscated and his citizenship stripped

* Romania would become a Communist dictatorship until 1989

* The congregation would continue to grow primarily with new
members arriving from Romania through refugee camps

* They would finally outgrow the West 57" location and actively began
to look for a new property

* In December 1989, the congregation purchased property in Parma for
their new sanctuary and the West 57t church is sold

e April 29, 1990 — Celebration of the inauguration of the new facility
